Readings  
Day 305 | Sunday | November 1 | Jesus prays in Gethsemane; Judas betrays Jesus; arrested, before Annas, 

Peter's first denial, high priest interrogation. 

 

Day 306 | Monday |November 2 | Jesus before the religious leaders questioning who he is; Peter rejects 

Jesus; another interrogation; Judas returns the cost to betray Christ to the high priest and goes off to kill 

himself; the chief priests purchase a field to bury Judas. 

  

Day 307 | Tuesday | November 3 | Pilate tries try to find out who Jesus is; Jesus is sentence to death before 

the crowd who wants his death as Pilate washes his hands; he is made fun of by his executioners.  

 

Day 308 | Wednesday | November 4 |  The Crucifixion of Jesus, Simon of Cyrene carried Jesus cross to his 

execution to Golgotha; nailed; taunted; two criminals; here is your mother - here is your son; I am thirsty; 

then at 3:00 pm calls out and dies; day of preparation- body is taken down after being confirm that he had 

died. 

Day 309 | Thursday | November 5 | The Burial of Jesus during the day of Preparation for the Sabbath; 

Joseph of Arimathea asks Pilate for the body of Jesus, church leadership went to Pilate to guard the tomb; 

The Resurrection - note how each account tells of the people's reaction; falsification of the report by the 

Roman guards. 

 

Day 310 | Friday | November 6 | A bible study I would have loved to hear as Jesus, unknown to the two 

disciples walking, tells all things in fulfillment of Scripture and he broke bread with them; on Sunday 

evening Jesus shows up to the disciples - receive the Holy Spirit - forgive; Thomas sees Jesus and believes - 

blessed are those that do not see and believe. Gospel of John closes with the declaration that these writing 

is only part of all that happened; Jesus talks with Peter and asks 3 questions; Great Commission - go, make 

disciples, baptize them in God's name, teach them all, I will be with you always.  

 

Day 311 | Saturday | November 7 | Jesus jumps into heaven; we will receive the Holy Spirit; retelling of 

Ascension; Matthias called to serve by the 11 apostles; Holy Spirit shows up - Birthday of the Christian 

Church; the disciples speak in foreign languages -- its a miracle ... no they must be drunk; Peter preaches no 

we are not drunk but follow Jesus, we have fulfilled the prophet Joel by receiving the Spirit; the believers 

meet together and are in awe of the miracles and wonders of the apostles.
