Benson Admits 

*Boner’ in Praise 

Of Farm Critic 
Secretary's Signature on Indorsement 

Of Anti-Farm Policy Views in Magazine 

Leads to Demands

Agriculture Secretary Ezra Taft Benson made a public 
apology last night for what he said was “a boner’ in per- 
mitting his name to be used in an indorsement of &an anti-|~— 
farm article in a magazine. 

Benson's apology came after heated demands were made 
in the Senate for the Secretary's resignation. Two Re 
licans—Sens. Milton R. Young 
and Francis Case from the 

farm states of North and South 

Dakota, respectively — joined 
Sen. Hubert H. Humphrey D- 

Minn.) in the ouster demands. 

A short time later Benson is- 

sued a formal statement in 
which he said: “We"pulled a 

boner on that one. I am sorry.” 

The fireworks exploded over 
a letter in Harper's magazine 

bearing Benson's name and in- 
dorsing an artic’e which de- 
nounced Government aid to 

farmers. 
Benson said that he did not 

gee the letter. He said it was 

prepared and sent to his office, 
“but in the rush of my duties | 
did not see it.” 

He continued: “The acknowl. 
edgment was signed with my 
name by an assistant, Miller 
Shurtleff, who has authority for 
occasional routine acknowledg- 
ments. 

“Of course, the article as re- 
ported to me by members of my 
staff does not in the slightest 
reflect my views. But as Secre- 
tary of Agriculture I must take 
the responsibility for this and I 
so do.” 

Benson's apology was read 
to the Senate by GOP Leader 
William F. Knowland of Cali- 

fornia. 
Knowland said Benson's state- 

ment was the type that would 
be issued by a man of the Sec 
retary’s “integrity and candor.” 

But. Humphrey exclaimed: 
“Don't tell me that the Depart- 

ment of Agriculture didn't 
know what was in the Harper's 

article.” 
After hearing Benson's apol- 

ogy, Case rose to his feet and 

deciared sharply: “The Secre- 

tary’s usefulness has been com- 

proniised to the point where 

on his own initiative he should 
consider whether he wants to 

lay on the President’s desk a 

burden which it is.” 
‘In an implied suggestion 

that Benson resign, Case said: 
“In other words I think the 
initiative should come from 

Benson . I sincerely trust 
that he will give consideration 

to whatever steps may be nec 
essary to let the Administra- 
tion’s program get fair consid- 

eration in Congress without 

this political wrangling.” 

Humphrey contended that 
senatorial assistants who draft 
létters for their bosses know 
and reflect the views of their 

superiors. 
Humphrey charged that it “is 

a tendency of this Administra- 
tion that when anything goes 
wrong, someone else did it.” 

He asserted: “If they want

Battalion Chief Floyd Adams 
of thé Los Angeles department 

said fire damage was confined 

to a large paint warehouse, 

which was badly burned, a 

boiler room and one end of 

the large assembly plant. Flam- 

ing gasoline floated into the 

south end~of the assembly 

plant, damaging the interior, 

he said. 

By far the greater proportion 

of damage was from flovds. 

A chain reaction started this 

morning when a dike burst, 

flooding. the plant with water 

up to 6 feet deep 

Then a cable shorted —out, 

touching off inflammabies 

stored in a building 50 feet from 

the main factory. There were 

violent explosions, a towering 

pall of black smoke, and flames 

licked 100 feet skyward.

Asked by Farm Bureau 
The American Farm Bureau’ 

|Federation asked Congress yes- 

iterday to exempt ' ‘very tempo- 
rary and casual” farm workers 

from Social Security. 

Matt Triggs, a Farm Bureau 
official, told the Senate Finance 
Committee keeping records on 
such workers places a costly 
burden on farmers. 

He said a 1954 amendment to 

th. Social Security law now re- 
quires farmers to keep records 

and pay taxes on high school 
youths who work only a few 
weeks during the summer, on 

temporary harvest hands and 

other persons “who are not ac- 
tually members of the working 
force.” 

Triggs also urged an end to 

compulsory Social Security for 
self-employed farmers. In many 

cases, he said, Social Security 
taxes “impose burdens upon

farmers far in excess of any 

benefits they are likely to re 

ceive.” 

Triggs asked the committee 

to put off action on provisions 

of a House-passed bill to lower 

the Social Security retirement 

age to 62 for women and 50 for 
disabled workers. 

He said a compre:.ensive 
study should be made of “the 

social problems involved” be. 

fore such a “far-reaching step” 
is taken. 

Kenneth K. Merefield of the 

Florida Fruit and Vegetable 

Association urged that farm 

workers paid daily be removed 
from Social Security coverage. 

He said even Social Security 

officials can't figure how to keep 
records on migrant workers in 

the fruit orchards and vegetable 
fields.

“When they (Giants) turned 

down the offer,” said Bell in a 
mimeographed statement, “I 

urged them to accept the lease, 
because the future of the 
league in New York had to be 
protected and there was no as- 
surance a lease for the stadium | 
could be had again at a later 
time.’ 

Jack Mara, president of the 

football Giants, said the lease 
is for 10 years with a renewal 

option of 10 years. He said it 
was on a percentage basis, simi- 
lar to their deal at the Polo 
Grounds where the Giants have 
played since Jack's father Tim, 

acquired a franchise in 1925 
The baseball Giants’ lease on 

the property expires in 1962 
and there have been prelim- 
inary discussion between Hor- 

ace Stoneham, Giants’ presi- 

ident, and Dan Topping, Yan- 
‘kee co-owner, about a move to 
‘Yankee Stadium. Stoneham is 

in Arizona at the present time. 

Charles Freeney, Giants’ vice

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Off to a Poor Start 

Skillful management will be needed on Capitol 

Hill to avoid a fiasco om the transit authority bill. 
Even before the Commissioners got their measure 

to create a Washington Metropolitan Transit Au- 

thorfly introduced, Chairman McMillan of the 
House District Committee let it be known that he 
will seek to restore the franchise and charter of 

the Capital Transit Co., now terminated by law as 

of next Aug. 14. This may mean a major fight 

between sponsors of the public authority bill and 

the defenders of Capital Transit, to the prejudice 

of any legislation at all. 

Another difficulty scarcely less serious developed 

in the House Committee on Interstate and Foreign 

Commerce to which the bill has been tentatively 

routed by the parliamentarian. At first it appeared 

that this might be a fortuitous means of diverting 

the bill from the hostile chairman of the District 

Committee. But. spokesmen for the Commerce 

Committee have indicated that it will be March 

before hearings on the bill can be held. Such delay 

would leave the proposed authority little chance of 

ordering buses and getting a transit system into 

operation by Aug. 15. 

Apparently the Commissioners and civic groups 
have a major task to convince committee leaders 

on the Hill that this is an emergency measure. 
Even if the bill is rushed to enactment with all 

possible speed, the proposed authority will be hard 

pressed to avoid another summer without public 
transportation in the Capital. The proper response 

to the bill would be an order for joint Senate-House 

hearings beginning next week. 
Meanwhile, the Commissionets have shown good 

judgment to continue improvement of the bill. 
Doubtless still further changes will be effected. The 

Commissioners were right, in our opinion, to forbid 

strikes against the proposed transit authority—a 

public body. But this should not mean a denial 
of all collective bargaining rights. Some other 

municipal transit authorities bargain with their 

employes as to wages and working conditions and, 

if necessary, submit disagreements to arbitration. 

Compulsory arbitration would doubfless be inadvis- 

able, but the proposed authority could well be 

empowered to arbitrate within its discretion as a 

means of ending stubborn disputes, preserving 
employe good will, and discouraging any resort to 

illegal strikes. 

Stull Waiting for Health 

The President has once more reminded Congress 

of the deficiencies in the American system for the 

protection of health. “In the light of the human 

and economic toll still taken by disease, in the 

light of the great opportunities open before us,” he 

said in his spécial message, “the Nation still has 

not summoned the resources it properly and use- 
fully could summon to the cause of better health.” 

It cannot be said, however, that Mr. .Eisenhower 

offered a comprehensive program to correct the 

weaknesses to which he pointed. 

So far as they go, the President's recommenda- 

tions should meet with little opposition. He asked 
for a 28 per cent increase in funds for the excel- 

lent work of the National Institutes of Health and 
for research in medical schools, hospitals and pri- 

vate laboratories. He sought $250,000,000 for a 

five-year program to assist the construction of 

research and teaching facilities. To overcome the 

shortages of expert personnel in the health field, 

he recommended grants for the training of nurses 

and public health workers. He also urged the 

appropriation of additional funds to aid hospital 

construction, finance mental health studies, pro- 

vide free poliomyelitis vaccine, and so forth. 

Surely these modest’ requests should be granted 
by Congress without quibbling. 

It is in regard to health protection for the many 

millions of people now lacking such protection that 

the President’s message is disappointing. “Health 

insurance protection,” he told Congress, “must be 
made more available to older persons and those 

living in rural areas, to the self-employed and those 
working in small organizations who cannot be 

reached through ordinary group enrollment meth- 

ods.” We agree. But the President did not renew 

his Federal health reinsurance plan or offer any 
substitute for it. He merely noted a movement 

toward a pooling of risks by private health insur- 

ance companies and said that he would renew his 

reinsurance proposal of last year if this coopera- 
tive venture does not result in broader benefits 
and extended coverage on reasonable terms. 

To be sure, Congress has given the President no 

encouragement on his reinsurance plan, and there 

is much opposition to it in the medical. profession. 
Perhaps a better means of easing the burden of 
medical costs can be devised, without going to the 

extreme of compulsory health insurance, but the 

Administration has failed to produce it. Secretary 
Folsom of the Department of Health, Education 
and Welfare will be under strong pressure to rem- 
edy this shortcoming in the Administration's health 

program. 

The Secrecy Disease 

Chairman Strauss of the Atomic’Energy Commis- 
sion asked for the bristling comment he got from 

the chairman of the Joint Committee on Atomic- 

Energy, Sen. Anderson. Adm. Strauss picked 

Sen. Anderson's home town of Albuquerque, N. M., 
as the place to remark that some of those who 

object to the secrecy governing research in hydro- 

gen power development “have a limited under- 
standing of what is involved.” This was a direct 
slap at Sen. Anderson, who had criticized the 
secrecy policy. The Senator now quite properly 
asks whether, if he has a limited understanding, 
Adm. Strauss and the Atomic Energy Commission 
are doing their job prescribed by law of keeping 
the congressional committee “fully and currently 
informed.” 

Sen. Anderson makes a strong case, it seems to 
us, in quoting the recommendations of a former 
ecientist-member and former general manager of the 
Atomic Energy Commission under Adm. Strauss that 
secrecy on “controlled fusion” be relaxed. The mili- 
tary significance in such research, he says, is “slim 
and remote, if existent at all.” For a while after the 
Geneva atomic conference there was hope that 
Adm. Strauss would loosen some of the restrictions 

on information maintained by the AEC. But 

secrecy is a disease that seems to get in the blood- 

stream and to produce a sort of cloak-and-dagger 
titillation, Maintenance of tight secrecy on hydro- 

gen power research of course means that private 

science and industry must sit,by and twiddle their 
thumbs instead of participating actively in the 
effort to tame a new source of peaceful energy. If 

the same sort of thinking had been applied to the 

dangers of electricity, the world would still be using 

candles. 

Gen. Ridgway’s Blinders 
This week’s installment of Gen. Matthew B. Ridg- 

way's complaint against Defeuse Secretary Wilson 

takes an essentially narrow and insular cast. The 

former Army Chief of Staff writing in the Saturday 

Evening Post, makes a compelling case against a 
military strategy which he regards as too exclu- 

sively devoted to the instruments of massive nuclear 

retaliation. But he also displays a curiously re- 

stricted view of the function of the civilian head of 

a military department. By Gen. Ridgway’s formula, 

seemingly, the test of the worth of a civilian Secre- 

tary is whether he accepts unhesitatingly the 

recommendations of ‘ loyal, competent professional 

officers.” 

This newspaper shares many of the misgivings 
of Gen. Ridgway about overemphasis on the capa- 

bility of nuclear bombing alone to win a war— 

though he could well have paid more attention to 

the importance of the Strategic Air Force as the 
basic deterrent to big wars. Understandably, the 

general's reference point is the Army. His protest 

that “76 per cent of the total reductions in military 

expenditures were to come out of the Army's 

budget” will, to be sure, bear some analysis, inas- 
much as it was the Army which underwent the 

greatest buildup for the Korean war. Nevertheless, 

he argues persuasively that the Army has been cut 

below the level necessary to sustain its responsi- 

bilities. What he has to say about the whittling 

away of military perquisites, about the dependence 

of field leadership on “a fair share of the best” 
recruits, about the adaptation of Army tactics to 

the requirements of the nuclear age—all this makes 

a great deal of sense. 

When Gen. Ridgway contends, however, that 

civilian Secretaries “should base their decisions 

solely on the security interests of the United 

States,” he treads on spongy ground. Are the 

security interests merely what the military men 

say they are? By this criterion Robert T. Stevens 

was a magnificent Secretary of the Army because 
he virtually always accepted the military recom- 

mendations. In point of fact, Mr. Stevens was 

often a captive of the generals. Gen. Ridgway’s 

formula is one, not for the civilian control to which 

he pays tribute, but for military domination. If 

military judgments were the sole factors in policy 

determination, the country would soon become a 

garrison state. 

Secretary Wilson has made more than his share 

of bumbles and has shown himself on occasion to 
be remarkably insensitive and obtuse; it may be 

that partisan considerations have influenced some 

of his actions. The emphasis in the Pentagon on 

cheap ways of obtaining a bigger bang is particu- 

larly disconcerting. To Gen. Ridgway’s credit, he 

made his protests known but avoided any effort 

while in office to.go over the heads of his superiors. 

But military manpower and weapons are not 

the only considerations in security. The determi- 

nation of military budgets, and of strategy to fit 

them, is inevitably conditioned by the state of the 

economy, world conditions and a host of other 

factors beyond the range of purely military judg- 

ment.’ Such decisions are essentially political be- 

cause they have to be, and they depend for their 

validity on a careful balancing of probabilities and 

risks. It is imperative for Congress and the public 

to have* access to the views of military chiefs 

without the suppression or misrepresentation Mr. 

Wilson apparently indulged in. But it also is 

important to remember that the trumpet player is 

not necessarily the best judge of the needs of the 

full orchestra. 

“Kconom y Size” Kids 

The fact that children come in bigger sizes than 

they did in the days of the little red schoolhouse, 

or even in the early part of this century, will in- 
fluence the planning of the many new schoolhoyses 

to be constructed in this country. Indeed, if the 

schools are to be used by the children of today’s 

children, there may be need of a longer look in the 

planning of desks, seats and other equipment. 

Some researchers on body measurements say the 

“plateau in size” has not been reached, and that 

increase of Americans in height and weight is 

likely’ to continue for some years. The Office of 
Education recently reminded school planners of 

the availability of a 1954 study of body measure- 

‘ments of 3000 children of varied ethnic origin, 
ranging from 5 to 21 years old. 

American youth has increased in size especially 

since 1900—even since 1915. Measurements taken 

at the University of Cincinnati in 1948 showed 

first-year men taller by 2.74 inches, women by 1.24 

inches, than those 33 years previously. Among 

.the factors contributing to “economy size”’ Ameri- 

cans are the rising standard of living and increase 

of scientific knowledge, better-planned diets for 

children, control of communicable diseases, and 
the abolition of child labor in factories. 

Yet despite the fact that American youths of 
today are generally bigger and healthier than those 
of the past, many of them are softer in muscle. 
Physical education authorities constantly warn that 

children get too little exercise, that they ride rather 
than walk, {fat they watch sports rather than par- 
ticipate in them, and that many cannot perform 
muscular feats requiring strength and skill. Ameri- 
cams might well at this timie remember that 
Jack's agility on the beanstalk, and David's adroit- 

ness with the. slingshot, enabled each to better a

Your story says that partici- 
pation in this project is limited 
to three private utilities in the 
Pacific Northwest.

The 
bill very clearly states that par-

ganization, public or private, 
engaged in or authorized to en- 
gage in the production, trans- 

mission or distribution of elec- 
tric power. To this date, the 
City of Seattle, the power com- 
mission of the State ,of Wash- 
ington, several Oregon munici- 

pal utilities and three private 
companies have indicated an in- 
terest or a desire to participate 
in the project. 
Your allegation that the par- 

ticipants will receive tax free 
revenue and low cost Govern- 
ment loans is ridiculous.

Briefly, the bill provides that 
the local participants will pay 
to the Government, in advance, 
the entire cost of the project 
allocated to power. Further, 
the local agencies will pay all 
maintenance and operation 
costs allocated to power, trans- 
mission costs, replacement 
costs, and any charges for up- 
stream or downstream benefits. 
In return for these payments, 
the participants will receive 50- 
‘year contracts for power in pro- 
portion to the amount of money 
advanced. The project is at all 

vances the funds needed to 
build and operate the dam. The 

portion of this amount allocated 
to power is returned to the 
Treasury over a 50-year period 
—through sales of power to 
utilities and industries in the 
region.

‘If the Fathers 
Took Stock of U.S.

HAVING HEARD so many persons re 

cently summon Jefferson, Madison, Frank 
lin, Adams, Hamilton, et cetera, to back 
them up on all sides of all controversies, 
it was a relief to sit in 
on a meeting where the 
Founding Fathers were 
evoked merely for a 
broad, dispassionate view 

of the American scene. 
Scholars did the con- 

juring—in a thoroughly 
academic manner—in a 
panel discussion of “The 
Origins of the American 
State.” This was part of 
an all-day excursion this 
week into eighteenth century thought to de- 
termine its relevance to today’s progress 
and survival, which was the theme of the 
annual meeting of the American Council 

of Learned Societies. 
Many persons assume that the great 

Americans who fathered our -system of 
government would, on any return to this 
phase of existence, immediately mount 
rostrums and hand down dictums on farm 
‘Prices, the Gray plan, the Arab-Israel con- 
troversy, other present-day issues.

He could well be forgiven a smug smile 

over some aspects of government today. 
But so could his opponent, Jefferson. 
The two eighteenth century‘*political prin- 

ciples that are held in highest esteem today, 
Dr. Richard B. Morris of Columbia Uni- 
versity told the Learned Societies group, 

are the concepts of federalism and of 
human rights. Though federalism is chal- 
lenged by “extremists at both ends of the 
political spectrum” the majority of public 
opinion supports it, said Dr. Morris. 

The authors of the Federalist Papers, 

Hamilton, Madison, Jay, would be gratified 
to find how well federalism has worked, 

how, as Dr. Morris pointed out, it has “nur- 
tured a healthy diversity of political and 
social policy,” and shown “its adaptability 
to the changing fiscal and social condi- 
tions of the twentieth century.” 

Hamilton would see many of his ideals 
of a strong, energetic central government 

which would support the economy being 

carried out—largely as a result of an in 
dustrial revolution and growing world dip- 
lomatic and military involvements. 
Jefferson would find that his eighteenth 

century concept of human rights had been 

greatly extended. From being primarily 
legal and political, it has come to include 
economic and social rights. Yet he might 

well be dismayed, thought some members 
of the panel, at governmental restrictions 
on free speech and on scholarship. And 
the times have produced, according to Dr. 
Mark DeW. Howe of Harvard University, 

a new problem of human rights with which 
the Constitution does not directly deal, 
namely, governmental penalties for belief.

OF PRIMARY concern to the men who 

sat in the Constitutional Convention would 
be how well the system of checks and bal- 
ances had worked. They would probably 

hear much complaint that the system was 

cumbersome and inflexible in a world of 
dangef where quick action might be needed. 
Yet looking at the French governmental 

snafu, caused largely by a dominant and 
fragmented legislative body, they would 
probably be gratified with their handiwork. 

But these thinkers of the past would find 
some of their principles eroding, some of 
their ideas out of fashion. Panelists gen- 

erally agreed that a counter trend to sep- 
aration of church and state seemed under 
way, that there was a growing feeling on 
the part of some religious bodies that the 

state should’‘not be neutral concerning 
religion. 

One speaker suggested that back of this
